In addition, 
your voices joins with over 200 Midland citizens in support of the 
mission to insure the general welfare of people with developmen-
tal disabilities and THOUSANDS of voices around the country as 
we affiliate with the state and national chapters of The Arc. 
 
In addition, we have been working on our contribution to the 
Great Lakes Loons by selecting our dates to volunteer at the con-
cession stands.  This year we will be working exclusively in the 
first base stand, which is about 2 feet wider, so the folks on cash 
register will have a little more elbow room!  Last year our mem-
bers had a great time working the games while raising money 
and, more importantly raising awareness of the valuable contribu-
tion that people with disabilities can make.  If you are interested 
in joining us for these fun events, call Leah or Mary Ann at The 
Arc.  Our dates are May 13th, June 3rd, July 1st, August 5th.  Just 
so that you all know, the Loons organization was so impressed by 
the work that we did last year that when it came time to hire staff 
for this season, they contacted The Arc and ended up hiring a 
person with a developmental disability and are providing the “job 
coaching” that the person needs! 
 
We have lots of great plans for summer, including the Arc Walk, 
Stroll and Roll.  This year, we hope to add a 5k race at the request 
of some of our younger members. 
 
Watch for excellent educational programs on Fetal Alcohol syn-
drome, funeral planning, education and others this spring.  In 
addition, sign up to bring your child to participate in the Paws to 
Read program on  April 26th.  Kids reading to dogs – how fun is 
that. 
 
Now that I have given you all a hint of all the work that the mem-
bership has been involved in and what is coming up, let me tell 
you a short story of how the community comes together with our 
system to help people in need. 
Recently a gentleman that we serve, who owns his own home, 
had some major problems with skunks.  The skunks damaged 

areas around the foundation and also sprayed under the house.  
The carpet and sub floors were all soaked with skunk spray.  
You know how it is,  you have one thing on the house that you 
need to fix and when you start fixing it, several hidden prob-
lems are discovered.  That is exactly what happened in this 
case.  Well, as soon as this man’s support coordinator became 
aware of the skunk issue, she mobilized the circle and one 
member called the insurance company and filed a  claim.  In-
surance covered the cost to replace the carpet.  Another circle 
member called Midland Area Homes.  They fixed the issues 
with the foundation and the other “hidden” problems with the 
house.  In addition, they replaced several worn out pieces of 
furniture.  Since so many circle members were at the house, 
another member noticed that the outside window needed to be 
washed and the person has arthritis, so this task will be diffi-
cult.  That circle member called a church youth group and the 
kids will be washing windows and raking the yard to get ready 
for spring.  Several other circle members helped clean and get 
rid of things that still smelled like skunk and helped the man 
replace items that he had to toss.  We had a circle meeting to go 
over strategies to help him better care for his home and we 
filled room 110.  A staff of CMH said that this was the biggest 
person centered plan that she ever attended.  Having a group of 
skunks during mating season spraying under your home is 
never good.  However, the result of that little mini disaster was 
that this gentleman was reminded about how many people in 
his community care enough to help him out.  A neighbor took 
out his trash when he was at the hotel during the renovations.  
Other friends helped him sort and had him over for dinner.  
Friends helped him to keep his life on track by going with him 
to sporting events.  Did CMH for Central Michigan and the 
provider agency, PAO chip in?  Yes they did, but really com-
munity resources provided most of the financing necessary for 
the re-establishment of this man’s home.  CMH staff were there 
when needed, but were only a part of the solution and not even 
the biggest part.  If I had a similar problem with my home, I 
would like to think that the people in my life would step up in 
the way that this man’s circle stepped up. 
 
This story illustrates the critical importance of making sure that 
people with disabilities have opportunity to make friends in the 
community.  This man had neighbors, fellow sports nuts, peo-
ple who shared his interests and people who just plain love him 
who all mobilized in his hour of need.  To me what is even 
better about this story is that this man would do the same for 
any of his circle members.

I also want to recommend a book about Fetal 
Alcohol Syndrome in honor of the workshop 
that The Arc is hosting on April 18th. 
 
The Challenge of Fetal Alcohol Syndrome, 

edited by Ann Streissguth and Jonathan Kanter 
 
This book addresses issue related to FAS from birth until adult-
hood.  The authors of each article in the book explain issues re-
lated to FAS as well as provide ideas about how to support peo-
ple with this syndrome.  This book is important for anyone who 
has a child with FAS as well as professionals who work with 
people with FAS. 

April is Autism Awareness month, so I thought that I would re-
present some good books that I have reviewed in the past.  If you 
haven’t read them, give them a try.  They are good works that 
give different perspectives about living with Autism. 
 
Thinking in Pictures and other Reports from 
My Life with Autism, by Temple Grandin 
 
This book mixes Temple’s personal experi-
ences with really useful information about 
how to support and relate to a person with 
autism. 
 
Born on a Blue Day, by Daniel Tammet 
 
Daniel writes about his own experiences as a 
person with the label of autistic savant.  Again, he writes an ex-
tremely interesting story of his own experiences and also pro-
vides some insight about how to support a person with his ex-
traordinary gifts. 
 
Look Me In The Eye, by John Elder Robison 
 
This is the story of a man with Asperger’s.  For years, John was 
seen as a strange kid.  Only as an adult was it really recognized 

Tax season is rapidly drawing to a close.  With 
the President’s stimulus package promise there 
has been increased interest in tax filing this 
year.  In fact, not a single person wanted to turn 
down the offer of $300.  These payments will 
start to arrive in May and continue through mid

-July depending on the last two digits of a tax payer’s social 
security number.  People who receive SSI are not eligible to 
receive the stimulus unless they also earned $3000 in 2007. 
 
It is possible to file for the stimulus alone until October 15.

At times our own light goes out and is rekindled by a spark from 
another person. Each of us has cause to think with deep grati-
tude of those who have lighted the  flame within us. 
 
I hope all of you can think of a time when someone’s kindness, 
great idea, enthusiasm, or support was a spark that reignited your 
spirit and gave you new energy. I am deeply grateful for the peo-
ple who provided that for me just a few weeks ago. 
 
Count me in! was presented for the very first time at Beecher 
Community elementary schools in the Flint area.  This was not 
only their first time, but also our first time to watch Count me in! 
come alive in a new area.  It was rather like the birth of a child.  
An idea became the seed for growth as more people became 
involved, the schedule was decided, the training sessions were 
attended, and finally the first day – the birth!  It was not without 
pain (last minute volunteer substitutions, small crises with 
equipment, sore feet) and not without exhaustion, but in the end 
the program had life!

We have re-
ceived calls regarding the program as a result of the news cover-
age that will, hopefully, lead to an expansion of the program.

Two volunteers had been asked to 
tell the Board about their experiences and show the slide show 
that was made.  We proudly wore our Count me in! shirts and

What needs 3 supports in order to be successful?  One answer is 
a stool or table.  However, The Arc Faith Group would tell you 
that people do, too!  From our perspective, for a person to be 
successful in their faith; they need the support of their own faith 
desires, the support of a congregation, and the support of their 
families and/or staff.  For a number of years, The Arc Faith 
Group approached individuals who wanted to be connected and 
also approached congregations to help them connect with these 
individuals.  An important support was missing; those who know 
the person and can help support them to be successful in the 
faith of their choice. 
 
This last year, The Arc Faith Group has presented to CMH and 
PAO staff and offered a workshop involving individuals with 
good faith experiences and their pastors.  The common theme 
has been communication.  The pastors all agreed that a meeting 
with the individual and a person who cares about them is very 
helpful to the congregation.  This simple face-to-face with the 
pastor helps in getting to know the person and identifies ways 
the person can be accommodated in worship and participation in 
the activities of the congregation.  It also helps with the comfort 
level of all three supports! 
 
Another theme is resources.  Rev. David Young, a member of 
The Arc Faith Group, recommended a resources book, “How to 
Be a Perfect Stranger”, which describes the faith and worship 
practices of many, many faiths.  CMH and PAO have their own 
copy of the book and The Arc has several copies available for 
loan.  If you support a person interested in a faith not familiar to 
you, be sure to take a look at “How to Be a Perfect Stranger”.
